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EUROPEAN DEBATES AND RESOLUTIONS OF THE SEJM

On 13 April 2016 the Sejm adopted the resolution on declaring the proposal for a Directive of the European
Parliament and of the Council amending Directive 96/71/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 16
December 1996 concerning the posting of workers in the framework of the provision of services (COM(2016) 128)
to be incompatible with the subsidiarity principle (reasoned opinion).

On 1 April 2016 the Sejm adopted the resolution on Poland's immigration policy.
